Yes, we took the road on a weekend of October 2016, with this simple,
helpful and cheerful woman, the humble Elizabeth Bergeron. As part of a
gathering, four young ladies had expressed the desire to know her better,
to love her and to follow her in the mission entrusted to her in 1877.

It is near a tree that our walk begins. Six apples invite us to taste the living words of
Elizabeth. Elizabeth's essential values took the form of four birds: simplicity, joy,
service and humility. These words and values inspire us and give us the energy and
the motivation to continue the path in which we engage.

After a long journey with Elizabeth, each one, in the form of a prayer or a poem, expresses her
relationship with her. Here are some excerpts ...*

I, who wishes to make things move, | sometimes move away from you. Help me find a place for you
so that | can share my joys and my fears in order to live fully what | embrace and serve You with
the intention of spreading happiness.

Elizabeth Bergeron has left us a heritage in the words she has passed on to us.
We have associated them with the words of Jesus that we find in the Gospels.

Elizabeth’s words Gospel words

Elisabeth encourages her daughters while lacking material resources. « Pray and
everything will be settled for the better. We must confide in Providence. »

Jesus tells his disciples: « Look at the birds: they do not sow nor reap, they do not
gather crops in granaries, but your Father in heaven feeds them! Aren’t you worth much
more than birds? »

« Be good to your dear students, especially to the poorest and least gifted; It is by goodness

that you will gain their hearts and do them good, "said Elizabeth. See Our Lord in each of
them. »

Jesus tells his disciples: « All that you have done to one of these little ones who are my
brothers, it is to me that you have done it! »



Elizabeth to her sisters: «In your life, you will encounter difficulties, annoyances,
sorrows, do not be discouraged. Go to Jesus, confide in him and you will be happy. »

Jesus tells his disciples: «Come to me all who labor and bend under the burden. Learn
from me that | am gentle and humble of heart. »

Elizabeth: « The greatest miracle of Bishop Moreau was to establish a community of
religious teachers with someone as ignorant as me. »

Jesus tells his disciples: « O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, | thank you for revealing
to the little ones what you have hidden from the wise and educated. »

To a sister who had put a piece of sewing in her basket. (Winter 1903):
«There you are, my sister, | am glad to have helped you; you have so much work. »

Jesus tells his disciple: «Everything you do to the smallest of mine, do it with a good
heart. »

During a typhoid epidemic, in the winter of 1884, when several sisters were affected,
Elizabeth offered to replace the teaching sisters: « Go take your rest, my daughters. It is |
who has to watch over the sick. »

Jesus says: «l was hungry, | was thirsty, | was sick and you took care of me, | was in
prison and you visited me ... »

To her nurses, a few days before her death, Elisabeth said: « Let me go now! | cannot
wait to see God. | love you all very much, but God even more, as you know very well! When
I am near him, | will watch over you. »

Jesus says: « You have heard me say, "I am going, but | will come back to you." If you
loved me, you would rejoice to know that | am going to the Father, because the Father is
greater than I! »

To finish, we invite you to recite the prayer to the Venerable Elizabeth Bergeron
By uniting yourself with all the people who put their trust in her
And by remaining thankful for the favors obtained by her intercession.

May she be closg to you and the pgople you gntrust to her.
